Call to Order:
The meeting was called to order at 1:30 pm by Chair Todd Ravinett.
Approval of Minutes:
James Bracco wanted one change made to the minutes to show that he was present at the meeting.  Motion to accept the minutes from September 16, 2011 was made by Joyce Minard, seconded by Bob Hirsch and carried unanimously as amended.
Financial Report:  Cynthia Baran, OET Deputy Director, presented the fiscal monthly report through November 2011 of our WIA Expenditures.  Cindy compared our expenditure rate against a trend line for all three funding categories:  DW, Adult, & Youth and our expenditure rate is right on track.  Last year we were expected to spend 80% of our monies by program year end.  This year we may be required to spend 100%.  The state will give us the final expenditure rate soon.  Altogether we got approximately $64,000 in additional monies from the state for this program year.
Report on NYS Regional Economic Development Council for the Mid-Hudson Region:  March Gallagher reported that this council has been meeting regularly since August.  We are 1 of 7 counties represented on this council.  Grant money was available and our region competed for it.  Our region was awarded $60 million and Ulster County will get about $4.8 million, most of which will be used for affordable housing projects.  
March explained that we had tried to get more money but that the big winner in this first round of grant opportunities was the North Country.  She further explained that there is a consolidated application process where one application is used for many grant opportunities.  March felt this made the application process easier.
Thom Kleiner added that there will be more monies available soon and our council plans to compete.  He also stated that we were going to carefully analyze why we scored lower on our grant application as compared to the North Country and learn from that.  In the second round of grant monies we are hoping to be more competitive and secure more grant monies for our region and Ulster County in particular.
