Welcome and Introductions

Approval of May 12, 2011 minutes -- motion made by Jessica Peirce and seconded by Kathy Keyser, carried unanimously.
Youth Program 4th Quarter Reports for PY '10-- Jessica Pierce and Janet Rigaux: So far the preliminary totals show that OET has 58 youths enrolled in the program. 16 youths have been exited from the program. Faith and Janet are in the process of doing follow up contacts and closing more clients and expect the number of closed youths to double by the end of the grant year. OET is well above the state standard for all of their numbers.
Jessica Pierce went over Family of Woodstock's numbers and how they have used their funding. She discussed the doling out of incentives and client costs. All in all, the numbers are good.  See chart below:

Update on Transportation Committee--  Nancy E.K. Schaef : The Committee hasn't met recently. Nancy E.K. Schaef is in the process of speaking with Orange County in regards to bus services that help people get to work. Dennis Doyle, county director of planning, has been spoken to, as well as the County Executive's office. It is uncertain whether or not we can apply for a grant for this year, but another meeting is in the works, hopefully before the end of the year.  

Update on SYEP-- Janet Rigaux: The TANF SYEP program is definitely happening. It looks as though we will be getting the same amount of money as last year. Applications are available. They have also been mailed out to people who have participated in the past, schools, town halls, teen centers, etc. It's important to make sure the letter is handed out with the application. We are still waiting on the WIA SYEP grant. 

SYEP is for in or out of school youth, TANF is for 14 to 20, with the WIA funding granting youths up to 21 years of age ability to participate in the program. The goal is to give youth job experiences to develop hard and soft skills. Youths on food stamps, medicaid, HEAP , SSI, or free or reduced lunch are automatically eligible. If a family is already eligible, then all that is needed is the applying youth's birth certificate. If not, than all that is needed is one of the parent's pay stubs. WIA is restrictive. It requires six months worth of pay stubs to determine eligibility. 

Introduction of New Chair-- Janet Rigaux will step down. Our new Chair is Jess Robie. We are all very grateful to Janet for the work she's done with the council. Our September meeting will be a strategizing and prioritizing meeting. Jess Robie announced that Bill Doughman will be the vice chair. The next meeting will be September 15th.

Announcements and New Items-- Family's Raffle is happening! It's the $20,000 grand prize raffle that also grants admission into a show on September 11 at HITS to see The Temptations.  

Kathy Keyser announced she will be doing her final Essential Skills Class for this year. If we have any DSS clients, June 21st is the orientation and the class runs from July 5th to July 25th. TANF clients who become matriculated students can have their study time count as activity hours for social services.  They can also have their transportation to and from class either mileage reimbursed or provided through bus tokens. Child care during classes may also be subsidized.  Clients must also have children under the age of 18.
